The First time period the rebuilding of Jerusalem in 445 BC. Ref. Daniel 9:25 
The Second time period immediately followed the first time period and went for 62 Sevens or 434 years.  It stopped just prior to the Crucifixion of Christ probably in A.D. 32 or A.D. 33. Shortly after Christ ASCENDS into Heaven as recorded in Acts 1:9-1, the day of Pentecost USHERS in an NEW TIME PERIOD.  That is the Church Age. As soon as the Day of the Lord starts AFTER the Rapture, so does God’s 3rd period, the 7 years of the 490 years stated in the Book of Daniel. This time period is also known as The Tribulation.
